The Carnival of Venice (Carnevale Di Venezia in Italian) was first recorded in 1268.

The  modern  Venetian  Carnival  runs  up  until  the  Tuesday before  Ash  Wednesday

(known as "Mardi Gras"), starting two Fridays before the Tuesday.

The word “Carnival” comes from the Italian «carnovale», which 1.___________ from
